Genesis 50:16-17 So they sent word to Joseph, saying, “Your father left these instructions before he died: 17
This s what you are to say to Joseph: I ask you to forgiwe your brothers the sins and the wrongs they
commutted in treating you so badly. Now pleaseforgwe the sins of the servants of the God of your

Jather.” When their message came to him, Joseph wept.

Exodus 2:23-25 The Israelites groaned in their slavery and cried out, and thewr cry for help because of
thewr slavery went up to God. 24 God heard their groaning and he remembered his covenant with
Abraham, with Isaac and with Jacob. 25 So God looked on the Israelites and was concerned about
them.

Exodus 6:5 Moreover, I have heard the groaning of the Israelites, whom the Egyptians are enslaving, and [
have remembered my covenant.

Psalm 6:3, 6 My soul is in deep anguish. How long, LORD, how long? 6 I am worn out from my groaning.

Ezekiel 21:6 Therefore groan, son of man! Groan before them with broken heart and bitter grief:
